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3. PC CARD CONNECTION
Connect the PC card according to the procedure below.

(1) Attach the card-side cable to the PC card. Be careful not to attach the connector
upside down. The top surface of the connector is marked a triangle.

(2) Before inserting the PC card into a slot, switch off the personal computer. Insert the
PC card with the surface that bears its model name facing upward. If the personal
computer has more than one slot, the PC card can be inserted into any slot.

(3) Attach the cable to the unit to be used.

(4) Switch on the personal computer power.

(5) Switch on the power of the unit to be used.
